This map, produced jointly by the Mass Division of Fisheries and Wildlife and the
Nature Conservancy, shows Concord’s most important wildlife habitat areas.
Outlines for the Estabrook and Great Meadows areas have been added.

Note that Estabrook and Great Meadows together make up much more than 50%
of Concord'’s critical habitat. Note also the key role of the Town of Concord’s land
at Punkatasset plays in providing a habitat bridge between the two habitat areas.

The combined habitat area of Estabrook and Great Meadows in Concord is the largest
wildlife protection preserve in the local area.
